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Summary

By the deadline of the Call 2012, 284 proposals had been submitted, a figure comparable to the
279 proposals submitted to the Call 2011. In total 916 participants’ from 312 countries took part in
the proposals. Green Business and Recycling are the two sectors that attracted the most proposals.
The total funding request is roughly EUR 196 million®. Almost 67% of the participants taking part
in proposals are SMES as in previous calls and less than 7% of the projects do not involve any
SME. Approximately half of the proposals (53%) involve participants from different countries and
76% have more than one partner. In conclusion, a high number of proposals as in previous years
with avery high number of SMEs.

1. Geographical distribution

The submitted proposals comprise 916 participants from 31 countries (see figure 1): Spain (242
participants) and Italy (207) have the largest number of participants, followed by the United
Kingdom and the Netherlands (58) and France (53). Comparing the 2012 top-10 countries with the
2011 Call, some countries such as Spain (38%), Slovenia (35%) and Germany (30%) increased
their participation. On comparison Italy, Greece, Austria and Belgium there was a decrease of the
number of participants.

No proposals were received from Lithuania, Liechtenstein, Finland, Estonia, Cyprus and Albania.
The Slovak Republic is participating for the first time and has a representation of 10 participants.

Around 47% of the proposas originated from one country, while 53% are submitted by
multinational consortia -a 4% increase compared to last year. In total 76% of the proposed projects
were submitted by a consortium, composed of participants from one or several countries. The
average number of participants in the submitted proposals is three, with a maximum number of 10

members per consortium.

Regarding the duration of the proposed projects, about 42% of the proposals have a life span of 36
months (the maximum project length allowed under the Eco-Innovation programme), while around
58% of the proposed projects are shorter projects, with duration of 30 months or less.
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2. Sector aspects

According to the aim of the Eco-innovation initiative, the 284 submitted proposals in the Call 2012
were arranged into five sectors:

e Buildings

e Food and Drink

e Green Business

e Recycling

o \Water
Green Business (33%) and Recycling (20%) are the sectors that received the highest numbers of
proposals, followed by Water, Buildings, Food and Drink and "Others' — collecting proposals from
different sectors. The new priority area "Water" doubled the 7% value from last year to 14% in

2012. Within the sector of Green Business, 7% of the proposals were classified as Clean
Production. Seefigure 2.

3. Characteristics of the participants

The participants represent different parts of society and many different fields such as chemistry,
textile, construction, new products, materials, technology providers, consulting, industry design
and production, environment, waste and water management. Around 78% are private sector and
20% are Universities and Research Institutes. The other 2% comprises regulatory bodies and public
authorities. Compared to previous Calls, the numbers are similar. Furthermore, most of the
participants are from industry (36%), suppliers of technology and products (18%) and research
organisations and Universities (20%), see figure 3.

4. The Call 2012 compared to the previous calls

The number of proposals in the Call 2012 is similar to that of the Call 2011 but the number of
participants is higher. Since 2010 the total requested EC funding has decreased from 264M€ to
roughly EUR 196M£€, a decrease of 26%. Thisis perhaps due to the current economic situation. As
mentioned earlier, the large number of SMEs is continuous throughout the calls. Around 67% of
the participants are SMEs.
